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Install one of the panel ends into the suspension spline.

Position panel end with gasket behind the rib in the 
suspension spline.

Align panels, 5 on each side of the suspension.

Install clear c-channel trim with mitered corners around the 
outside borders of the panels (item 5846) to align panel ends.

Adjust panel seams between panels to ensure panel seams 
are aligned in the same direction.

3.8  Insta l l  End Caps

Complete the assembly by installing a plastic cap at each 
end of the spine. Align the pegs on the cap with the channels 
formed in the spine extrusion and press into place.

3.9  Clean And Adjust

Check and correct panel alignment. Clean surfaces with mild 
detergent and water and wipe dry. Periodic light dusting of 
the back of the panels may be required if the back side of 
the assembly is exposed to view. Carefully dust the panels in 
place or take them down to clean.

4.  SEISMIC INSTALLATIONS

Full scale dynamic shake table testing was successfully 
completed for full and half Wings assemblies installed as 
described in this document. Documentation to support this 
installation is available if required. Review details with the local 
Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) prior to installation.
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
